THE 2008 ASSEMBLY OF THE TX-LA GULF 
COAST SYNOD was held May 29-31st in The Wood-
lands, TX.  The theme was IMAGINE! Voting repre-
sentatives from Grace were  Peggy Cheney, Larry Peter-
shagen, Pamela Tamburello and Pastor Cliff. Intern 
Nancy Simpson also attended as a visitor. 

Breakout sessions with pastoral leadership were held for 
Outreach/Evangelism/Growing Congregations, Youth 
& Family Ministry, The Call Process, Steward-
ship/Finance, Serving/Justice, Communications, Spiri-
tual Growth, Worship & Music and Church Member 
Involvement.  These were a sharing of dreams and ideas 
between congregations and were very fruitful.  Core Lu-
theran Church values were also discussed.  

At the annual assembly votes were taken to appoint 
members going to the 2009 Churchwide Assembly, to 
approve the local synod budget and to elect local synod 
council persons.  Those who have ministry milestones 
were also recognized including Pastor Cliff who cele-
brates 45 years of ordained ministry. Three new mission 
start congregations of various nationalities were also 
recognized.
